Your Phone at a Glance 
The following illustration outlines your phoneôs primary external features and buttons. 
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Set Up Your Phone 
You must first install and charge the battery to begin setting up your phone. 

Insert and Charge the Battery 
Follow the steps below to insert the battery and charge it. 

1. Install the battery. 

Á Slide the battery cover lock to the unlocked position. 

 

Á Insert your thumbnail or fingernail into the slot and lift the battery cover gently. 

 

Á Insert the battery, contacts end first, and gently press the battery into place. 

 

Á Replace the battery cover, making sure all the tabs are secure and there are no gaps 

around the cover. 

Caution: Ensure that the battery cover lock is in the unlocked position when replacing the 

cover. 
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Á Slide the battery cover lock to the locked position. 

 

Note: When you insert the battery, your phone may power on automatically. 

2. Charge your battery. 

Á Plug the smaller end of the USB cable into the phoneôs charger/accessory jack. 

 

Á Plug the other end of the USB cable into the charger, and then plug the charger into 

an electrical outlet. 

Note: Your phoneôs battery should have enough charge for the phone to turn on and find a 

signal, set up voicemail, and make a call. You should fully charge the battery as soon as 

possible. 

3. Press and hold the Power button to turn the phone on. 

Á If your phone is activated, it will turn on and search for Sprint service. 

Á If your phone is not yet activated, see Activate Your Phone for more information. 
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Activate Your Phone 
Follow the instructions below to activate your phone if it has not already been activated. 

Depending on your account or how and where you purchased your phone, it may be ready to 

use or you may need to activate it on your Sprint account. 

ǒ If you purchased your phone at a Sprint Store, it is probably activated and ready to use. 

ǒ If you received your phone in the mail and it is for a new Sprint account or a new line of 

service, it is designed to activate automatically. 

Á When you turn the phone on for the first time, you should see a Hands Free 

Activation screen, which may be followed by a PRL Update screen and a Firmware 

Update screen. Follow the onscreen instructions to continue. 

ǒ If you received your phone in the mail and you are activating a new phone for an existing 

number on your account (youôre swapping phones), you can activate on your computer 

online or directly on your phone. 

Á Activate on your computer: 

Å Go to sprint.com/activate and complete the online instructions to activate your 

phone. 

Á Activate on your phone: 

Å Turn on your new phone. (Make sure the old one is turned off.) Your phone will 

automatically attempt Hands-Free Activation. 

Å If an error occurs, touch Activate to override auto-activation and start the manual 

activation wizard. 

Å Follow the on-screen prompts to complete the activation process. 

To confirm activation, make a phone call. If your phone is still not activated or you do not have 

access to the Internet, contact Sprint Customer Service at 1-888-211-4727 for assistance. 

Tip: Do not press the Power button while the phone is being activated. Pressing the Power 

button cancels the activation process. 

Note: If you are having any difficulty with activation, contact Sprint Customer Service by calling 

1-888-211-4727 from any other phone. 

Set Up Voicemail 
You should set up your Voicemail and personal greeting as soon as your phone is activated. 

Always use a password to protect against unauthorized access. Your phone automatically 

transfers all unanswered calls to your voicemail, even if your phone is in use or turned off.

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Note: Voicemail Password ï Sprint strongly recommends that you create a password when 

setting up your voicemail to protect against unauthorized access. Without a password, 

anyone who has access to your phone is able to access your voicemail messages. 

To set up Visual Voicemail: 

1. Touch Home  >  > Voicemail. (If your screen is locked, press the Power button, 

touch and hold the screen and then flick the key icon  under your finger toward 

Unlock  to unlock the screen.) 

2. Touch Personalize now and follow the system prompts to: 

Á Create a password (part of standard voicemail). 

Á Record your name announcement. 

Á Record your greeting. 

3. When prompted to enter information, touch Dialpad to bring up the onscreen dialpad to 

enter your numeric responses. 

4. Once you have completed the setup process, return to the voicemail page (see step 1). 

5. Touch the Welcome to Voicemail message on the screen to play a brief explanation of 

the voicemail services. 

To set up traditional voicemail: 

1. Touch Home  > Phone >  to display the dialpad. (If your screen is locked, press 

the Power button to turn on the display, touch and hold the screen and then flick the key 

icon  under your finger toward Unlock  to unlock the screen.) 

2. Touch and hold  to dial your voicemail number. 

3. Follow the system prompts to: 

Á Create your password. 

Á Record your name announcement. 

Á Record your greeting. 

For more information about voicemail, see Voicemail (Traditional) or Visual Voicemail. 

Sprint Account Information and Help 
Find out about account passwords and information about managing your account and finding 

help. 
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Sprint Account Passwords 
You will need to create passwords to protect access to your personal account information, your 

voicemail account, and your data services account. As a Sprint customer, you enjoy unlimited 

access to all of your information.

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Phone Basics 
Your phone is packed with features that simplify your life and expand your ability to stay 

connected to the people and information that are important to you. The following topics will 

introduce the basic functions and features of your phone. 

Your Phoneôs Layout 
The illustrations and descriptions below outline your phoneôs basic layout. 

 

Key Functions 

ǒ Proximity Sensor/Light Sensor detects how close an object is to the surface of the 

screen. This is typically used to detect when your face is pressed up against the screen, 

such as during a phone call. It also automatically turns off the keyboard backlight and 
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brightens the display when you are in sunlight or a bright room, and turns on the 

keyboard backlight and dims the display in darker places. 

ǒ Smart Sonic Receiver (Internal) lets you hear the caller and automated prompts. See 

Smart Sonic Receiver. 

ǒ Back Key  lets you return to the previous screen, or close a dialog box, options 

menu, the Notifications panel, or onscreen keyboard. 

ǒ Home Key  returns you to the home screen. Touch and hold to open the recently-

used applications window. 

ǒ Menu Key  lets you open the menus of the current screen or application. 

ǒ Touchscreen displays all the information needed to operate your phone. Use finger 

gestures to navigate and interact with items on the screen. 

ǒ LED Indicator displays a phone notification, charging status, or alert. 

ǒ Headset Jack allows you to plug in an optional headset for convenient, hands-free 

conversations. 

ǒ Power Button lets you turn the phone on or off or turn the screen on or off, or switch 

your phone to silent mode, vibration mode, or airplane mode. 

ǒ Charger/Accessory Jack allows you to connect the micro-USB cable (included) to 

charge the battery or to transfer files to and from a computer. 

ǒ Microphones transmit your voice for phone calls or record your voice or ambient 

sounds for voice recordings and videos. 

ǒ Volume Button allows you to adjust the ringtone or media volume when you are not on 

a call, or adjust the voice volume during a call. 

ǒ Camera Button lets you activate the camera and video camera, and take pictures and 

videos. 

ǒ Speaker lets you hear the different ringtones and sounds. The speaker also lets you 

hear the callerôs voice in speakerphone mode. 

ǒ Internal Antennas facilitate reception and transmission. To maximize performance, do 

not obstruct while using the phone. 

ǒ Camera Lens lets you take pictures and videos. 

ǒ Camera Flash helps illuminate subjects in low-light environments when taking a picture 

or recording a video. 
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ǒ microSD Card Slot (Internal) allows you to insert an optional microSD card to support 

external memory. 

ǒ Battery Cover Lock turns to lock and unlock the battery cover. 

CAUTION! Inserting an accessory into the incorrect jack may damage the phone. 

Smart Sonic Receiver 
Smart Sonic receiver transmits sound through vibrations on your phoneôs display screen. Place 

your ear around the internal receiver and adjust the position of the phone to find the best 

hearing point depending on the surrounding environment. 

 

Note: Do not cover the microphones during a call. Do not apply any sheet or sticker to the 

display area as it may compromise the hearing quality. 

Turn Your Phone On and Off 
The instructions below explain how to turn your phone on and off. 

Turn Your Phone On 

Ʒ Press and hold the Power button. 

Turn Your Phone Off 

1. Press and hold the Power button to open the phone options menu. 

2. Touch Power off > OK to turn the phone off. 

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off. 
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Turn Your Screen On and Off 
Your phone allows you to quickly turn the screen off when not in use and to turn it back on and 

unlock it when you need it. 

Turn the Screen Off When Not in Use 

Ʒ To quickly turn the screen off, press the Power button. Pressing the Power button again 

will turn on your phone screen and show the lock screen. 

To save battery power, the phone automatically turns off the screen after a certain period of 

time when you leave it idle. You will still be able to receive messages and calls while the 

phoneôs screen is off. 

Note: For information on how to adjust the time before the screen turns off, see Sleep. 

Turn the Screen On and Unlock It 

1. To turn the screen on, press the Power button. 

2. Touch and hold the screen and the key icon  appears under your finger. 

3. Flick  toward: 

Á Unlock to unlock the screen. 

Á Phone to unlock the screen and open the Phone app. 

Á Messaging to unlock the screen and open the Messaging app. 

Á Camera to unlock the screen and open the Camera app. 

You can disable the flick lock or enable a more secure one from the Settings menu. See Screen 

Lock. 

Touchscreen Navigation 
Your phoneôs touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures. 

Touch 

Touch the screen with your finger to select or launch a menu, option, or application. A light 

touch works best. 
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Touch and Hold 

To open the available options for an item (for example, a keyboard), touch and hold the item. 

 

Drag 

Touch and hold your finger before you start to move it. Do not release your finger until you have 

reached the target position. 
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Swipe or Slide 

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen. 

 

Flick 

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick 

strokes. 
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Pinch and Spread 

Pinch the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out, or spread the screen to zoom in 

when viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to zoom 

in.) 

 

Rotate 

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to 

landscape by turning the phone sideways. When entering text, you can turn the phone sideways 

to bring up a bigger keyboard. See Touchscreen Keyboards for more details. 
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Note: The Auto-rotate screen check box needs to be selected for the screen orientation to 

automatically change. Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Display > 

Auto-rotate screen. 

Your Home Screen 
The home screen is the starting point for your phoneôs applications, functions, and menus. You 

can customize your home screen by adding application icons, shortcuts, folders, widgets, and 

more. 

Home Screen Overview 
Your home screen extends beyond the initial screen. Swipe the screen left or right to display 

additional screens. 

 

ǒ Status Bar: Displays the time, notification, and phone status icons. Slide down to 

display the Notifications panel. 

ǒ Shortcut: Allows users to quickly launch applications. 
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ǒ Application Launcher: Touch to display available applications and widgets on the 

phone. 

ǒ Favorites Tray: Contains up to five icons and appears on every home screen. You can 

customize these icons except the application launcher icon in the middle. 

ǒ Screen Position Indicator: Indicates which home screen is displayed. Touch to access 

each screen. The home screen icon  shows the main home screen. 

ǒ Folder: Allows users to organize screen items. You can store multiple application icons 

as a group. 

ǒ Google Search Bar: Allows users to enter text or spoken keywords for a quick search 

on the phone or on the Internet. Touch to enter text or touch  to speak your keyword. 

Tip: Touch Home  to return to the main home screen from any other screen. 

Extended Home Screens 
In addition to the main home screen, your phone has between two to six extended home 

screens to provide more space for adding icons, widgets, and more. Touch Home  and then 

drag across the screen to move from the main screen to an extended screen. 

 

Customize the Home Screen 
Learn how to add, move, or remove items from the home screen. 

Manage Your Home Screens 

You can have between three to seven home screens. 

1. Lightly pinch any home screen with your thumb and index finger to display the home 

screen thumbnails. 
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ï or ï 

Touch Home  on the main home screen. 

2. The following options are available: 

Á Touch a thumbnail to access the home screen. 

Á Touch  to add a new home screen. You can have up to seven home screens in 

total. 

Á Touch and hold a thumbnail and drag it to rearrange the positions of the home 

screens. Release the thumbnail where you want to place it. 

Á Touch and hold a thumbnail, drag it to ñ Removeò and release it when it turns red 

to delete the home screen. The main home screen cannot be deleted. 

Á Touch the home icon at the top of each screen to set the screen as the main home 

screen. 

3. Touch DONE. 

Add App Shortcuts or Widgets to the Home Screen 

1. Touch  on the favorites tray. 

2. Slide the APPS or WIDGETS screens to find the item you want to add to the home 

screen. 

3. Touch and hold the app icon or a widget and move your finger to find the place to add it 

to. The blue frames which appear on the screen indicate where you might place the item. 

4. Release your finger. 

Move or Remove Items on the Home Screen 

Ʒ Touch and hold the item you want to move or remove from the home screen. 

Á To move the item, drag it to a new area and release it. 

Á To remove the item, drag it to ñ  Removeò at the top of the screen and release it 

when it turns red. 

Favorites Tray 

The favorites tray takes up to five icons and appears on every home screen. You can replace 

those icons except the application launcher icon in the center of the tray. 

To add a new icon to the favorites tray: 
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1. Remove the current icon on the tray. See Move or Remove Items on the Home Screen. 

2. Touch and hold an app icon and drag it to the favorites tray. 

3. Release your finger. 

Use Folders 

You can place several app icons in a folder. Drop an app icon over another on the home screen, 

and the two icons will be in the same folder. 

1. Touch and hold an app icon and drag it over another on the home screen. 

2. Release your finger. You can see two icons piled within a folder (a black square). 

3. Touch the square. You can see the app icons within the folder. 

4. Touch Unnamed Folder. The keyboard opens and you can name the folder. To rename 

it, touch the name. 

Change Wallpaper 

1. Touch and hold an empty area on a home screen. 

2. Select one of the following options: 

Á Gallery: Select to use saved or captured pictures on your phone. Touch to select a 

picture and crop it before setting it as wallpaper. 

Á ID wallpapers: Select to use ID wallpapers. Select the wallpaper and touch Set 

wallpaper. 

Á Live Wallpapers: Select to use Live wallpapers. Select the wallpaper and touch Set 

wallpaper. 

Á Wallpapers: Select to use preset wallpapers. Select the wallpaper and touch Set 

wallpaper. 

Launcher Screens 
You can rearrange or customize the view of your launcher screens where you can find all apps 

on your phone. 

Sort the Apps on Your Phone 

1. Touch Home  >  > Menu  > Sort byé. 

2. Select an option: 

Á Alphabetical: Your apps are rearranged in alphabetical order. 
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Á Downloaded date: Your apps are rearranged according to the downloaded date. 

Á Custom: Additional options are available to customize your launcher screens. See 

Customize Your Launcher Screens for details. 

Customize Your Launcher Screens 

Firstly, select the Custom sorting to customize your launcher screens. See Sort the Apps on 

Your Phone. 

To move the apps on the launcher screens: 

1. Touch Home  >  > Menu  > App sorting. 

2. Touch and hold an app, drag it to a new position and release it. To move it to another 

screen, drag the app to Jump to another screen and release it on the screen you want 

to place it. 

3. Touch DONE. 

To move the launcher screens: 

1. Touch Home  >  > Menu  > Screen sorting. 

2. Touch and hold a screen, drag it to a new position and release it. 

3. Touch DONE. 

To add a launcher screen: 

1. Touch Home  >  > Menu  > Add screen. 

2. Touch to select the apps to be on the added screen. The selected number is displayed 

at the top of the screen. 

3. Touch DONE. A new screen is added with the selected apps on it. 

Clock & Weather 
Your Clock & Weather widget can display multiple time and weather information. 

Retrieve the Current Location Information 

1. Touch Add location on the widget. 

2. Touch Find current location. Your current location will be displayed. 

Á You will be prompted to enable the Location access settings if they are disabled. 

Read the onscreen information and follow the instructions. 
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3. Touch to confirm the location. 

4. Touch OK to set the location on the lock screen and widget. The location is added to the 

location list. 

Á The location next to  on the location list will be displayed on the widget. To 

change it, touch  on the top of the screen and select another location. The rest of 

the locations on the list will be displayed by sliding the screen sideways after 

touching the widget on the home screen. 

5. Touch Home  to confirm that the selected location is displayed on the widget. 

Add a Location 

1. Touch Add location on the widget. 

ï or ï 

Touch the weather image on the widget and then touch  > . 

2. Enter a location in the Search location field and touch . The matching location(s) 

will be listed. 

3. Follow steps 3 ï 5 of Retrieve the Current Loation Information. 

Delete a Location 

1. Touch the weather image on the widget. 

2. Touch  >  and select the check box next to the location you want to delete. 

3. Touch DONE. 

Configure the Settings 

1. Touch the weather image on the widget. 

2. Touch . 

3. The following options are available: 

Á Set location: Set the location to be displayed on the widget. 

Á Lock screen weather: Select the check box to display the weather on the lock 

screen. 

Á Temperature scale: Select Fahrenheit or Celsius. 
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Á Auto update: Select the frequency of auto update. 

Status Bar 
The status bar at the top of the home screen provides phone and service status information on 

the right side and notification alerts on the left. To view notification alerts, touch the status bar 

and drag it down.

Enter Text 
You can type on your phone using one of the available touchscreen keyboards. 

Touchscreen Keyboards 
Your phone offers you a choice of two touchscreen keyboards for entering text. The keyboard 

appears automatically onscreen when you touch a text entry field, and they can be used in 

either portrait or landscape mode. 

The methods available include: 

ǒ Swype lets you enter letters and words in one continuous motion by swiping your finger 

across the letters. See Swype for details. 

ǒ Android keyboard lets you use a traditional QWERTY setup to enter text. Additional 

options expand your ability to enter text faster and more accurately. See Android 

Keyboard for details. 

Note: Swype is selected as a default keyboard. 

To select a keyboard from Settings: 

1. Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Language & input > Default. 

2. Touch Swype or Android keyboard. 

To switch the keyboard when a keyboard is displayed: 
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1. Drag the Notifications panel down and touch Choose input method. 

2. Touch Swype or Android keyboard. 

Swype 
The SwypeÊ keyboard lets you enter words by drawing a path from letter to letter in one 

continuous motion. 

Swype Keyboard Overview 

 

Note: Key appearance may vary depending on the selected application or text field. 
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Tip: For tips on using Swype, touch and hold the Swype key  and then touch Help > How 

to Swype. 

Some of the keys on the Swype keyboard are given below: 

Key Description 

 
Text mode: Touch to toggle between the Alphabet keyboard and Number & Symbol 

keyboard. 
 

 Swype: Touch and hold to access the tips or the settings of Swype. 

 Voice input mode: Touch to enter text using your voice. 

 
Backspace: Touch to delete a character. Touch and hold to delete multiple 

characters. 

 Smiley: Touch to insert a smiley. Touch and hold to view and select other smileys. 

 
Space: Touch to insert a space. The letters on the key show the keyboardôs language. 
Touch and hold to bring up the Languages screen to select another language. 

 Enter: Touch to confirm your entry or move to a new line. 

 

Shift: Touch to toggle between the lowercase, uppercase, and caps lock text input.  
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Text Mode 

ABC mode is primarily used for entering letters while Number & Symbol mode for numbers and 

symbols. 

Touch  to select ABC mode. Touch  to select Number & Symbol mode. 

Á In ABC mode, touch  to alter the capitalization: 

 (Unshifted) to enter all letters in a word lowercase. 

 (One-character-shifted) to capitalize only the first letter of a word. 

 (Caps Lock) to enter all letters in a word uppercase. 

Á The Number & Symbol keyboards are in two layers. Touch  to display the second 

keyboard. 

Á Some keys have alternate characters. In either mode, if a key displays an extra 

character on the upper right corner, touch and hold the key to enter the character. Or, 

touch and hold a key to call up a list of all the characters available on that key. Touch 

the character you want to enter from the list. 

Voice Input 

You can use voice input to enter text by speaking anywhere that you can enter text with the 

touchscreen keyboard. 

1. Touch  on the keyboard. 

Á If  is not displayed on the keyboard, touch and hold  to access the Swype 

settings menus and touch Settings > Show Voice key. 

2. Say the text you wish to enter into the microphone. 

Swype User Dictionary 

To add a word to your Swype dictionary: 

1. Enter a word on the Swype keyboard by touching each letter without sliding your finger. 

2. Touch . The word is highlighted. 
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3. Touch  again. 

4. Touch Add ñxxxò to dictionary. 

To delete a word in your Swype dictionary: 

1. Touch and hold  on the Swype keyboard. 

ï or ï 

Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Language & input, and then touch 

 next to Swype. 

2. Touch My Words > Edit my dictionary. 

3. Touch a word to select it. You can touch  to select all the words in the dictionary. 

4. Touch  > OK. 

Swype Settings 
You can customize the Swype settings as you like. 

1. Touch and hold  on the Swype keyboard. 

ï or ï 

Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Language & input, and then touch 

 next to Swype. 

2. Choose from the following options: 

Á Settings: Touch to show the following settings menus for Swype. 

Å Sunrise: Touch to select the theme for the Swype keyboard. 

Å Vibrate on keypress: Select to activate vibration when a key is touched. 

Å Sound on keypress: Select to play tones when a key is touched. 

Å Pop-up on keypress: Select to display a larger image of the key above it when 

you touch it. 

Å Show complete trace: Select to display the complete Swype path. 

Å Auto-correction: Select to automatically correct mistyped words. 
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Å Auto-capitalization: Select to automatically capitalize the first letter of sentence-

initial words where available. 

Å Auto-spacing: Select to automatically insert spaces between words. 

Å Next word prediction: Select to predict words based on the previously entered 

text. 

Å Smart editor: Select to underline the words that may be incorrect. 

Å Show Voice key: Select to display the voice key on the Swype keyboard. 

Å Enable handwriting: Select to enable the handwriting function. 

Á My Words: Touch to configure the dictionary management and the data 

management settings. 

Á Languages: Touch to select the language to use on Swype. 

Á Gestures: Touch to learn some useful shortcuts on the Swype keyboard. 

Á Help: Touch to see some helpful information, such as how to use the Swype 

keyboard and the version information, or enable the tip function. 

Á Updates: Touch to perform an update.

Some of the keys on the Android keyboard are given below: 

Key Description 

 
Shift: Touch to toggle between lower case and upper case. 

 

 Caps lock: Double-touch the lower case or upper case shift key. 

 Text mode: Touch to toggle between the Alphabet keyboard and Number & 

Symbol keyboard.  

 Voice input mode: Touch to enter text using your voice. 

 
Backspace: Touch to delete a character. Touch and hold to delete multiple 

characters. 

 Smiley: Touch to insert a smiley. Touch and hold to view and select other smileys. 

 Next: Touch to go to the next text entry field. 

 Alternate: Touch to toggle between the default Number & Symbol keyboard and 

additional Number & Symbol keyboard.  
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Key Description 

 Go: Touch to go to a Web address. 

 Space: Touch to insert a space. Touch and hold to select the input method. 

 

Text Mode 

ABC mode is primarily used for entering letters while Number & Symbol mode for numbers and 

symbols. 

Touch  to select ABC mode. Touch  to select Number & Symbol mode. 

Á In ABC mode, touch  to alter the capitalization: 

 (Unshifted) to enter all letters in a word lowercase. 

 (One-character-shifted) to capitalize only the first letter of a word. 

Á You can select the caps lock by double-touching or touching and holding  or  

to make all letters in a word uppercase. 

 (Caps Lock) to enter all letters in a word uppercase. 

Á In Number & Symbol mode, touch  to display more symbols. 

Á Some keys have alternate characters. In either mode, if a key displays an extra 

character at the upper right corner, touch and hold the key to enter the character. Or, 

touch and hold a key to call up a list of all the characters available on that key. Touch 

the character you want to enter from the list. 

Google Voice Typing 

Google Voice typing uses Google voice recognition to convert speech to text. 

If the Android keyboard does not display the microphone icon , the voice input feature is not 

enabled. 

To enable the voice input feature: 

1. Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Language & input. 

2. Select the Google voice typing check box if it is not selected. 

3. Touch  next to Android keyboard. 
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4. Touch Voice input key and select On main keyboard or On symbols keyboard. The 

microphone icon  appears on the specified keyboard. 

To enter text by speaking: 

1. Touch the microphone icon  on the keyboard. 

2. Say the text you wish to enter into the microphone. 

Add a Word to the User Dictionary 

You can use the user dictionary option to add new words to the dictionary. 

1. Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Language & input > Personal 

dictionaries. 

2. Select a language. 

3. Touch . 

4. Type the word you want to add. 

5. Type the shortcut to bring up the typed word, if you want. 

6. Select the language to register the word. 

7. Touch Back . (A list of words you have added to the dictionary is displayed.) 

Á Touch a word to edit it. 

Á Touch a word >  to delete it. 

Android Keyboard Settings 
You can customize the Android keyboard settings as you like. 

1. On the Android keyboard, touch and hold the key immediately left to the space key and 

touch Android keyboard settings.

Touch Home  > Menu  > System settings > Language & input, and then touch 

 next to Android keyboard. 

2. Choose from the following options. 

Á Input languages: Touch to select the input language. The dictionary for the selected 

language will be enabled. 
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Á Auto-capitalization: Check to automatically set the first letter of a sentence to upper 

case where available. 

Á Vibrate on keypress: Check to activate vibration when a key is touched. 

Á Sound on keypress: Check to activate a clicking sound when a key is touched. 

Á Popup on keypress: Check to display a larger image of the key above it when you 

touch it. 

Á Voice input key: Touch to select where the Voice Input key is displayed from On 

main keyboard, On symbols keyboard, or Off. 

Á Add-on dictionaries: Touch to select the dictionary you want to use. 

Á Auto correction: Touch to allow the space bar and punctuation to automatically 

correct mistyped words. 

Á Show correction suggestions: Touch to select when correction suggestions are 

displayed. 

Á Advanced settings: Touch to open the settings for expert users. 

Copy and Paste Text 
In applications that require text entry, such as Messaging, use the copy and paste functions to 

copy and paste text from one application to another. 

To copy and paste the text: 

1. Open the application or received message that you want to copy text from. 

2. Touch and hold the text body. Selection tabs appear and the currently selected words or 

characters are highlighted. Drag the tabs to expand or reduce the range of the selected 

text. 
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Tip: Touch  or SELECT ALL to select all the text on the page. 

3. Touch .

4. Open the application that you want to paste the text to. 

5. Touch and hold the text box where you want to paste the text to, and touch PASTE. 

Á If you want to add the selected text to the current text, place a cursor to the position 

where you want to insert the selected words or characters. Touch and hold the text 

box, and touch PASTE. 

To copy a URL: 

1. To copy a URL, touch and hold the URL to display the options menu. 

2. Touch Copy link URL or . 

3. Open the application that you want to paste into. 

4. Touch and hold the text box where you want to paste the URL to, and touch PASTE.
